The Jacketeers is a group of uniformed girls who
perform at all Greiner football games and participate in
any other invitational event which is in the educational
irterest of the student and school. Membership in the
Jacketeers offers an excellent opportunity to develop
school spirit and loyalty. The Jacketeers strive for per-
fection in marching tactics and dance routines.

To be eligible for the Jacketeers a girl must meet the
following requirements:

1. Be a member of the ninth grade.

2. Endeavor to comply with school policies, rules of

good citizenship and good sportsmanship.

3. B‘ix in1 good health, and keep regular attendance in

school.

4. Be in attendance at all football games and drill per-

formances and practices, except in case of illness.

5. Be able to buy a uniform.

The Jacketeers are carefully screened and selected.
During the semester all H8 girls are given an equal
opportunity to try out for the Jacketeers for the following
season. They are given instruction and praectice in march-
ing and rhythms. The final selection of each Jacketeer
is made on the basis of the following traits and abilities:
